Implementation:

Students with a concern or complaint can raise them with a trusted adult at school, for example, with
your class teachers, team leader, advocate, well-being staff such as counsellors, Koorie support or
classroom aides. This person will take your concern or complaint seriously and will explain to you what
steps we can take to try to resolve the issue and support you.
